For the final project you will be designing a way of sharing what you have learned in this course. You will need to consider the following:

Who is your audience?
What are the main points you want to cover?
What information will you be sharing?
What multi-media format will you use?

Some things to consider:
You can use different types of technology to present your information - slide shows, podcasts, webpages (that you create), videos, etc.

Please email me a rough idea of what you will be doing, and the topic(s) you will be covering. Also - if you need help fleshing out ideas - email me.

You will need to send me:
1) A brief explanation of your goals and objectives for the lesson.
2) A copy of whatever you create. If the file is too large to email, you can burn it to a cd and mail it to me.
