Part Two:

Students interviewed were in grades three, four, and five.

1. List several qualities, behaviors or attributes that make up a good and a bad teacher?

Here are some of the responses I got. Please note that this section is actually based on a survey I did during the last week of school. I have been researching student-teacher relationships, and asked the students to describe a good teacher and a bad teacher. Students were in grades three, four, and five.

	Spend a lot of attention (3).
	Teachers don’t need to yell at the students (3).

	Gives a lot of chances (3).
	Put kids on pole. Yells. Doesn’t give candy (3).

	Gives us treats (3).

	They say no to you when it’s an emergency (3).

	Hugs a lot (4).
	A bad teacher hits your hand with a ruler. Yells at you (4).

2. What advice would you give a new teacher entering the teaching profession?
Tell teachers to give extra help when students need it.
Tell teachers to plan field trips and fun activities.
Don’t scream or yell at the kids.
Have good rules.
Don’t punish the whole class for what one person does.
Don’t give a lot of homework.
Don’t give paper work all the time.
Care about the kids.
Give treats and snacks to the kids.

3. Do they think using technology in education is important, and how has it been positively or negatively used for them during their education?

These responses are partly based on a survey given to students as part of the GenYes project. These results indicate that science teachers at our school do not use technology much, whereas math teachers use it the most. This is surprising to me.

Other results indicate that 64% of students at our school use computers at least weekly, and 29% use them almost every day.

Students told me that they use the Internet for research a lot. They would like to learn more about how to use email and PowerPoint or other presentation software. They report that they know almost nothing about troubleshooting common computer problems. They also say that they have used or seen their teachers use digital cameras a lot to assist with instruction.
Overwhelmingly, students believe that using technology is important, and many believe that they know more than their teachers do about using technology.
